In 2012, the Bibliotheca Alexandrina (BA) celebrated its 10" anniversary of its official inauguration in
October 2002; the same year, the BA organized its first event to honor the relationship between visual art
and the concept of books, writing, and documentation. Since then, rounds of this event followed biannually;
each different from its predecessors, with different presentations and orientations. The 5" Biennale in 2012
celebrated the BA's permanent collection acquired through past Biennales, becoming a truly distinguished
collection of this type of art. The BA is honored to have acquired this collection through this unique initiative,
and thanks to the artists’ appreciation and keenness to participate in the event, and donating their artworks
to be conserved within this special and permanent collection at the BA.

In this 6" round of the Biennale, we resume the footsteps of previous ones. This round is concerned, in
particular, with the Miniature “Artist’'s Book”, the dimensions of which do not exceed 15 x 15 x 15 cm. It is an
attempt to explore the artists’ creativity in this field on this small scale, emphasizing that creativity, technical
skill, and authentic expression are the most important values in an artwork, which is not necessarily linked to
the greatness of the artwork’s size.

Another section of the Biennale is the “Contemporary Bookart from the Arab World”, an event organized
specifically to correspond to the selection of the Arab world as the guest of honor at the Frankfurt International
Book Fair in 2004. The “Contemporary Bookart from the Arab World” was organized by German artist and
curator, Dr. Erich Paproth. This collection includes artworks of artists belonging to the Arab world, and was
presented in several German cities afterwards. Currently, the BA is hosting the Collection for the first time;
following this event, it will be kept within the BA's permanent collection.

ENCODE Studio also presents a 3D artwork that represents a philosophical reading of the concept of the
city, and the possibility of considering it a readable space with what it contains of various urban elements, in
turn becoming a carrier of information and concepts, enabling those who experience it to communicate with
and be inspired by it, similar to the relationship between the reader and the book.

In parallel with the Biennale, there will be a number of artistic workshops in cooperation with some of
our artistic partners. Our aim is to familiarize the public with the concept of book art, and to benefit youth
interested in visual arts, children, and children with special needs.

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The City

Cities are complex dynamic systems, the identities of which evolve and mutate over time, in
response to the dynamic flow of surrounding and embedded forces. What if we consider the city
as a vital evolving book? Who would be the writer, the reader, and what would be the content, the
script and the message? Are books and cities temporary forms of communications? What is the
lifespan of the book ideas or the city identity?

The city helps its readers to understand its history, current situation and also to predict its
future. From the part to the whole, the city reveals its identity from building to urban and from the
resident to the population. Time plays a key role in understanding, exploring and predicting the
morphogenesis of the city, which is the field where the parts interact with the whole, blurring the
boundaries between the discrete architectural building, larger urban forces and the inhabitants. In
this more subjective and less designed method of philosophizing, the city and its inhabitants serve
as a source not only of information but also of inspiration; where cities inspire not just ideas, but
also stories and sentiments, which in turn inspire ideas.

Architecture is always at a continuous transformation and evolution or devolution state. However,
beneath any surface synchronicity, there is always a layer of historicity, the specific moment when
a structure was conceived and constructed. To this end, architecture is cyclical in a sense. The
buildings are inspiring projection of human imagination and evolve/devolve through conception;
design, construction, usage, adaptation, and ultimate disintegration as temporarily form present
in the city. Architecture does not only refer to explicit trends, modes and movements of history but
also to the implicit value systems, world views, and imaginary ways one comes to feel, understand,
and interpret materialistic existence and its concomitant human relationships. It is in this sense that
architecture can also be read as an indicator of identification and icons of identity.

The installation debates if architecture is a frozen ideology in time, or is it active and responding
simultaneously to its context? It explores the development of space that expresses this evolution/
devolution process based on past knowledge and memory, as well as an expectation. That
continual, unpredictable change is inevitably forthcoming due to people’s different readings of the
spirit of the city as a parameter to revive the classical idea that a city expresses its own distinctive
ethos and values, where time reappears in the world as something real as a destabilizing but
creative milieu.
