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TIME

The First Time #30 exhibition began its first round in 2006 to
embody a new idea for an exhibition hosted by the Bibliotheca
Alexandrina (BA) for young artists with modern artistic experiences.
This year marks its eighteenth round.

The First Time #30 exhibition is distinguished from other youth
exhibitions by giving a large space for participant artists—from 18 to
30 years old—to show their artistic experiences in detail, as if each
of them had the opportunity to hold their own solo exhibition. Over
its previous rounds, the exhibition has contributed to supporting the
artistic experiences of the participants, many of whom have now
become stars of the visual arts movement.

We are pleased to showcase these promising experiences of the
participant artists, some of whom are young and at the beginning of
their artistic careers, and their works herald creative future.

Since its first round until now, 322 artists from various governorates
of Egypt have participated in the First Time #30 exhibition. This
year, 15 artists are participating, including ten male artists and five
female artists, from the governorates of Alexandria, Cairo, Minya,
Gharbia, Dakahlia, and the Red Sea.

The artists present their works in various fields of art, such as
painting, sculpture, engraving, ceramics, drawing, and photography.

The Bibliotheca Alexandrina is keen to hold this exhibition annually
for young artists, whether they are practitioners or graduates of art
colleges, due to its importance in highlighting their works on the
local and international levels and introducing the BA audience to
what is new in the art scene in Egypt.
