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SEEDS- A Contemporary Dance Educational Action to Egypt

SEEDS project is an extensive training opportunity for Dance Teachers in Egypt. It is aimed at providing a consistent training targeting dance community members combined with a large educational dance activity towards the civil society. In today's Egypt, the increase of contemporary dance practice as a recreational activity for children and youth and the growing awareness of its psychological and physical benefits on human development are expanding. It is shifting the function of dance from a mere entertainment to a creative educational practice. SEEDS is supporting, accompanying and reinforcing this dimension of contemporary dance practice. Dance Teachers are playing a key role in the dance sector. They are the leaders assuming the professional development of the next generation of dancers. SEEDS is supporting them to develop their leadership skills and education knowledge, expand their dance vocational activity and build their network of contacts within a cultural field, with cultural organizations and across the education sector. 

The Bibliotheca Alexandrina, supported by the Delegation of the European Union to Egypt and working in partnership with the British Council, Egypt, has launched the new Contemporary Dance Educational Action to Egypt. Together with international experts and with a wide network of local cultural organizations and schools working in development, education and youth, they are implementing the vocational skills training program SEEDS starting from April 2014 till January 2015. This program is aimed at dance teachers working as freelance contemporary dance artists, who teach as part of their career, dance teachers working inside schools (primary or secondary, Higher Education), in public and private dance schools, or within the community settings and dancers looking at teaching as a career change or opportunity. 

SEEDS consist of: 

1.  345 hours of theoretical and practical learning held at the Ezzat Ezzat Contemporary Dance Studio, in Giza, Cairo, conducted by dance learning teaching educators based in Europe (United Kingdom and France), and in the Arab World (Lebanon and Egypt). This comprehensive teacher’s training program will comprise: 

i) Mastering learning process according to age and level of students

ii) Body Functional analysis in dance movement

iii) Reflecting on transmission
iv) Reflecting on contemporary dance understanding: Historical insights, cultural influence and aesthetical postures
v) Safe in Dance Healthy Dance Practice approach 
2.    100 hours of field practical work provided by the participants from April 2014 till January 2015 under a qualified tutoring and implemented in a network of local cultural organizations across the country. Travels and per diem will be covered by the project. 
3.   Participating dance teachers will receive a Certificate for having successfully accomplishing the program. Assessment and Certificate delivered by a jury during a closing event ceremony at the Bibliotheca Alexandrina. 

4   The program will enable the participants dance teachers to register as an independent candidate in order to be assessed for the Healthy Dance Practice Certification.  http://www.safeindance.com/certificate.htm

1.      Applicants must be Egyptian residents and have at least a B1 level (listening, speaking and writing) of the English language (European Language Levels- Self Assessment Grid : http://europass.cedefop.europa.eu/en/resources/european-language-levels-cefr) 

2       Applicants must be over 22 years old. They must have at least 2 years of contemporary dance, modern dance or dance expression teaching experience or be engaged in a contemporary dance professional career. 

3     Applicants must be completely available to all teachers’ training sessions (schedule within the application form) including the field practical work (scheduled according to the availability of the participants and the cultural organizations)
